Awards will be based upon academic performance (A-Level or equivalent) and the case for
support that is made in the application form.

Who can apply?

Applicants must be:

Residents of Montgomeryshire, 
Under the age of 25
Have attended a Montgomeryshire High School for no less than 2 year
The application must show a clear need for financial support, financial hardship or
additional support needs

What can be funded?
Costs associated with entering into further/higher education including equipment,
materials, overseas travel, and course/exam fees.

Successful applicants will be paid upon proof of enrolment on your stated course.

Preference will be given to applicants who can demonstrate exactly how they will meet the
Fund’s objectives and priorities, and who have not previously received support from this Fund.

Please note: Grants will only be awarded for costs that are to be incurred after an application
has been submitted. Awards cannot be made retrospectively i.e. for activities that have
already taken place.
